Cup (PIC) is set to kick off 
on Wednesday, April 15 at 
the Richmond Curling Club, 
with 36 men’s and women’s 
teams from across BC, the 
US and as far afield as Aus-
tralia ready for some tough 
competition. 

“There is no other event that 
has as it's core value the 
promotion of grass roots 
club curling at such a high 
international level,” said Jim 
Schuman, volunteer chair-
man of the PIC since its 
inception in 2000.  

Australia’s Matt Panoussi is 
back for his third year com-
peting, along with North 
American teams from as far 
south as California and 
Texas, and as far east as 
Wisconsin.   BC will be 
represented by teams from 
all over the province, repre-

senting the Kootenays, 
North, Okanagan, Vancou-
ver Island and the Lower 
Mainland on both the 
women’s and men’s sides. 

The PIC was initiated to 
provide club curlers with a 
significant competition that 
enabled them to get expo-
sure to an international-
calibre event.  Operating 
since 2000, the event has 
been officially recognized 
this year by the World Curl-
ing Federation.  Fans are 
invited to watch any of the 
draws, free of charge, and 
join in on the social aspects 
as well.

This is the third year that 
Paul, Vaughan and team-
mate Matt Panoussi will be 
competing in the Pacific 
International Cup (PIC), 
where they get more game 
experience in one week than 
they typically get in Austra-
lia in an entire season.
